On March 20, 2011 the 

Health Ministry sponsored a Diabetic 
Screening Session. We had 18 participants. Thank-
you! We were able to identify 3 persons who will 
need further follow-up. 
We know that there are others in our congregation 
that were not screened but have been diagnosed 
with diabetes or are at risk. Some individuals asked 
what can we do as a congregation to work on this 
concern. 
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 What is diabetes? 
¥ a disorder of metabolismÑthe way the body 

uses or converts food for energy and growth 
What are the main types of diabetes? 
¥ type 1 diabetes 
¥ type 2 diabetes 
¥ gestational diabetes 

Who gets diabetes? 
¥ people of any age 
¥ people with a family history of diabetes 
¥ others at high risk for type 2 diabetes: older 

people, overweight and sedentary people, 
African Americans, Alaska Natives, 
American Indians, Asian Americans, Native 
Hawaiians, some Pacific Islander 
Americans, and Hispanics/Latinos 

Type 2 diabetes is increasingly being diagnosed in 
children and adolescents, especially among African 
American, Mexican American, and Pacific Islander 
youth. 
When type 2 diabetes is diagnosed, the pancreas is 
usually producing enough insulin, but for unknown 
reasons the body cannot use the insulin effectively, 
a condition called insulin resistance. After several 
years, insulin production decreases. The result is the 
same as for type 1 diabetesÑglucose builds up in 
the blood and the body cannot make efficient use of 
its main source of fuel. 
The symptoms of type 2 diabetes develop gradually. 
Their onset is not as sudden as in type 1 diabetes. 
Symptoms may include fatigue, frequent urination, 
increased thirst and hunger, weight loss, blurred 
vision, and slow healing of wounds or sores. Some 
people have no symptoms. 
As do all churches, we often have bake sales to 
raise funds for our missions. I have researched 
what others are doing for alternatives. There 
seems to be a growing number of ideas being 
published as school districts are also banning 
bake sales in schools due to the growing number 
of childhood obesity.  
 

1. Compile and sell a book of healthy recipes. 
2. Have a rummage sale and help struggling 
families by selling low-cost items. 
3. Have a craft fair using local artisans and 
invite artisans in your church. 
4. Host a cook-off and sell tickets to watch. 

Participants can sample each recipe and vote 
on the winner.  
5. Hold a silent-auction with donated items. 
Serve a simple dinner of soup and salad 
during the bidding-time. 
6. Hold a walking event where the 
participants ask for sponsors to pay a certain 
amount for each mile walked. 
7. Have a frozen dinner sale. Cook family-
sized healthy meals, freeze them and sell 
them after church one Sunday. You will help 
a busy family and raise money for mission. 
8. Work with a local farm or existing CSA-
program (Community Supported 
Agriculture) to sell seasonal produce or 
vegetables. Ask them to partner with you in 
raising money for mission. 
9. Sell hours for babysitting or household 
chores like dusting, vacuuming and laundry. 
Partner with your churchÕs youth group to 
help with outdoor chores like raking leaves, 
planting flowers or mowing the lawn. 
10. Organize a dance night. Invite a local 
dance teacher or member of the congregation 
to teach a few dances and then dance the 
night away! Prepare a healthy dinner and 
invite the youth of the church to serve. This is 
a low-cost night of fun and raise money for 
mission.      

11.Host a No Bake Bake Sale. To host a no-bake 
bake sale, you send home notices to parents or 
adult group members that they are invited to 
NOT spend all day cooking, and NOT spend an 
afternoon at a bake sale table and then NOT 
feel obligated to buy someone else's culinary 
efforts. The hope is that people will be so 
relieved about not having to do all of the bake 
sale work that you can encourage them to 
simply contribute $10 (or $15, or $20 depending 
on your fundraising goal) to the No-Bake Bake 
Sale.                                                                                                            
12. Having a No Calorie Cupcake Sale is 
possible when the cupcakes are crochet or 
knitted from yarn.Crochet and Knit Cupcakes 
are a fun, simple, no calorie, healthy and guilt-
free cupcake option to the normal cupcake. 
These healthy choice cupcakes have no fats, no 
sugar and no cholesterol. You could even host a 
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Crochet-a-Cupcake-athon or a Knit-a-
Cupcake-athon and have the children learn 
how to crochet or knit with these fun patterns.         
13. Substitute. Even traditional desserts can 
become healthy, well-balanced snacks. Make 
cookies and muffins with applesauce in place of 
some of the fat, and add oats, dried fruit, nuts 
and whole wheat flour.  
Achieve the cool, creamy deliciousness of ice 
cream with low fat frozen yogurt, or pudding 
made with nonfat milk and frozen into pops.  
Top a big, fluffy slice of angel food cake with 
fresh fruit to add vitamins and fiber, or cut it 
into cubes for dipping into fruit-flavored yogurt 
for an extra dose of calcium.                                                                                          
14. Get your ingredients. Contact your local 
grocery stores and tell them about what you are 
doing. Ask if they will donate ingredients or 
give you a gift certificate to buy what you need. 
Remember, this is a healthy bake sale, so you 
arenÕt just baking cookies. Buy fruit, nuts, and 
veggies with low-fat dip. Get whole-grain bread 
and peanut butter to make delicious PB&J 
sandwiches. There are tons of healthy snacks! 
See how many different foods you can have at 
your bake sale.                                                                                              
15. If schools are holding Bake Sales, one thing 
that you can do as a parent is to help make sure 
that the recipes being used are healthy ones.
