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FJ eal II Food Allergies:
"“s I'y Just the Facts
I —

Many of the things we think
we know about food allergy are really
just myths--stories that we hear often but aren't
based on science. This handout will help you
learn the facts about food allergies.

Myth NumberPood allergy is very common.

Fact: Although 25 percent of people think
they're allergic to certain foods, studies show
that about only 6 percent of children and 2
percent of adults have a food allergy. A true
food allergy is a reaction triggered by the
immune system (the part of your body that
fights infection). Far more people simply have a
food intolerance, which is unpleasant symptoms
triggered by food (but does not involve the
immune system).

Myth Number Rlost people who have food allergies
are allergic to strawberries and tomatoes.

Fact: Although people can be allergic to any
kind of food, most food allergies are caused by
tree nuts, peanuts, milk, eggs, soy, wheat, fish
and shellfish. These eight foods account for
90% of food allergies.

Once a true food allergy is diagnosed, avoid the
food that caused it. If you have an allergy, you
must read the labels on all the prepared foods
you eat. Your doctor can help you learn how to
avoid eating the wrong foods. If your child has
food allergies, give the school and other
caretakers instructions that list what foods to
avoid and what to do if the food is accidentally
eaten.

Myth Number Some people are allergic to sugar.
Fact: A condition is called a food allergy when
the immune system thinks a certain protein in a
food is a "foreign” agent and fights against it.
This doesn't happen with sugars and fats.
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Myth Number Milk allergy is very common in adul
Fact: Milk allergy is much more common in
children than in adults. However, most children
outgrow the allergy by 2 or 3 years of age.
Symptoms of milk allergy include hives,
vomiting and breathing problems after
consuming a dairy product. Many adults may
experience symptoms similar to milk allergy, as
adults often have trouble digesting the sugar in
milk. This is called "lactose intolerance.” It isn’
a true allergy. The symptoms of lactose
intolerance are bloating, cramping, nausea, gas
and diarrhea.

Myth Number Beople who have food allergies are
allergic to many foods.

Fact: Most people who have food allergies are
allergic to fewer than 4 foods.

Myth Number Bood allergy makes people hyperas
Fact: The most common immediate symptoms
of food allergy are hives (large bumps on the
skin), swelling, itchy skin, itchiness or tingling

in the mouth, a metallic taste in the mouth,
coughing, trouble breathing or wheezing, throat
tightness, diarrhea and vomiting. The person
may also feel that something bad is going to
happen, have pale skin because of low blood
pressure or lose consciousness. The most
common chronic illnesses associated with food
allergies are eczema and asthma.

Myth Number Allergy to food dye is common.
Fact: Natural foods cause the most allergic
reactions. Studies have found that some food
additives, such as tartrazine, or yellow No. 5
and aspartame (brand name: NutraSweet), an
artificial sweetener, do cause problems in some
people.

Myth Number Bood allergy is either lifelong or is
always outgrown.

Fact: Although most children usually outgrow
allergies to milk, eggs, soybean products and
wheat, not all do. However, people rarely
outgrow allergies to peanuts, tree nuts, fish and
shellfish.
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Myth Number Bood allergy is not dangerous.
Fact: Food allergy can be fatal if it is severe
enough to cause a reaction called anaphylaxis
(say: "anna-phil-ax-iss"). This reaction blocks
the airways and makes it hard for a person to
breathe. Fast treatment with a medicine called
epinephrine (say: "epp-in-eff-rin”) can save
your life. If you or your child has a severe
allergy, your doctor might give you a
prescription for epinephrine self-injection pens.
Your doctor can show you how and when to use
the pen. If your doctor thinks you might need to
use this medicine, you'll need to carry one with
you at all times.

1tOs usually a groaner, but the students tend
to chuckle.

Ol like giving them a laugh,O said
Westermeyer, who has autism. Olt gives
them a good laugh to start off the day.O

Being a fixture on television has gotten
Westermeyer noticed, but his perseverance
in the classroom has made him a role
model. He has never missed a day of class,
has maintained a high grade point average
throughout his high school career and is
willing to do what he can to help others.
Westermeyer is in a La Salle program that
enables students with learning challenges
to take college preparatory courses in
smaller classes at a slower pace and with
more support. Still, he has taken a full load
of courses including four years of English,
science and math. He has also taken
Spanish and two years of accounting.
OAcademically, Matthew has always done
superior work,O said Maureen Johnston,
WestermeyerOs guidance counselor at La
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Salle. OMatthew takes his academic
responsibilities very seriously. | doubt heOs
ever had a late assignment and heOs never
earned less than an OAQ in any of his
classes. He is as diligent and responsible
and conscientious as a student could ever
be.O

He is willing accept challenges, Johnston
said, such as taking a second year of
accounting.

Westermeyer studies hard, is optimistic
and remains focused on his class
assignments. He seeks out help when he
needs it and uses a variety of learning
styles, like flash cards.

He enjoys drawing and has developed an
aptitude for numbers. He and Daniel Scott,
another student who is taking accounting,
are interning at a local law office doing
such things as checking account
reconciliation and preparing bank deposits.
Westermeyer has a strong memory when it
comes to facts and topics, rattling off
concepts about government.

WestermeyerQOs brother, Aaron, is a
sophomore at La Salle. When
WestermeyerOs family was looking into
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sending their son to La Salle, Johnston
recalled, there was some concern about his
participation in gym classes. But there was
never a problem and students always
included him in the activities.

At a recent banquet, the Autism Society of
Greater Cincinnati recognized
Westermeyer and several of his classmates
attended the event to support him.
OEverybody at La Salle likes Matt,O said
Tom Doerger, director of guidance. OTo see
the way MattOs been befriended by the
other kids is neat.O

WestermeyerOs parents, Annie and Joel,
are looking forward to their sonOs
graduation. They remember doctors and
therapists telling them that it would be
difficult for him to make it through
elementary school, much less graduate
from high school. They said La Salle
provided their son with a welcoming
environment that gave him confidence and
enabled him to thrive.

Ol think heOs had a marvelous experience,O
Annie Westermeyer said. OHe could have
never achieved what he achieved
anywhere else. It was the perfect place for
him.O

In addition to Aaron, the family includes a
daughter, Mary Beth, who is a student at
the University of Cincinnati.
